
  

Tangle with Taniwha is exactly what you donôt want to do.  It may 
be an easy graded pristine river with small rapids, but you will be 
eerily isolated coming down the 10km Waioeka River where 
Taniwha claws try to ensnare you. Discover the  holey rocks, 
ideal lairs for legendary Taniwha.  

Tangle with Taniwha   starts 
with a back grounding about 
Taniwha and how to keep yourself safe on the river.  We take you up to 
the start point 10 km inland.  The downstream trip takes a leisurely 3-4 
hours to complete.  Bring some energy food and be prepared to get 
wet.  All inclusive price for this unique trail is just $80 pp, min 2 people. 
You will end up back by the Opotiki Wharf.   
Kayak Opotiki:  
Explore the rivers of Opotiki  by kayak and get up close to its bird life, 
history and bridges. Basic kayak hire includes safety briefing, kayaking 
skills check, PDF buoyancy vest.    
First hour (on the water) $30,  2 Hours hire $40, 3 hrs to half a day $50 
Full day rate $80. Guide for tours $30 per hour extra. Group rate 
discounts. Prior booking avoid disappointments. 
Cycle Opotiki:  
Trail bike hire, pick up and drop off service for up to 4 available to get 
you started on the Motu Cycleways.  $1 per km return.   
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Winter, Summer, morning, day  or dusk, the time to be out with 
nature is now.  Our fishing experiences 
let you learn some basic fishing 
skills or try for something a bit 
different. 

Just some of our land based fishing experiences available include: 

Surfcasting at the beach or off the rocks. 

Casting for a kahawai (sea trout).  

Light tackle fishing for flounder 

Guided kayak fishing.   

White baiting (seasonal) 
Our all inclusive prices are for tuition, rods, lures and baits. Generally 
allow $40 an hour for two people. Travel distances over 5km add on $1 
per kilometer.  
Fishing on the unique Opotiki Community Reef area is available with 
active óreef buildersô.  Charter fishing trips to other destinations by 
arrangement . (See Free Fishing Chart on reverse)

more fish in the sea.  The Opotiki Community Reef is more than

you deeper, to where the 
realm of  the physical meets 
mystery.   
Discover how you can  help 
make a real difference. 

Working with Nature is explored within the context of reef building. It 
takes place at our Marine Life Tours property  located right beside the 
Opotiki Wharf. It is suitable for thoughtful people of all ages.    
You can park on the Wharf and begin your tour immediately,  
familiarizing yourself with local history by reading the story board set 
under the Pohutukawa tree.  The huge Youth Art time line mural 
painted on the car park wall tells its own story too. Take the steps up 
over the stop bank to find Marine Life Tours.     
Allow around an hour for  the tour. Cost is $15 per person, $10 per 
school age child and $50 per group of 5. (Cash or Credit Card via 
internet).  Phone to arrange for a suitable time.
